University of Sydney Law School 
Sydney, Australia

The School
Established in 1855, the Sydney Law School has made a significant contribution to the Australian judiciary, politics and public life. Many of its graduates have become leaders in their fields including Prime Ministers of Australia, a President of the World Bank and Chief Justices of the High Court of Australia and the Supreme Court of NSW. The Law School is notable for its strong links to the practising profession, barristers, judges and solicitors giving lectures in core legal subjects. The Law School attracts high calibre students to its undergraduate and postgraduate programs and has an internationally respected faculty of scholars.
Sydney Law School's many features are underpinned by its commitment to excellence in legal education. One of the first Law Schools to be established in Australia, Sydney's strong history is matched by its innovative approach to education and professional practice. This innovation is reflected in the teaching of its undergraduate programs and the extensive range of postgraduate programs. The Faculty places special emphasis on international and comparative law, maintains a strong profile in taxation, corporate and criminal law, and delivers programs in specialist areas such as environmental and health law. The Law School has approximately 1200 undergraduate students, 600 JD students, 1500 postgraduate coursework students and 100 postgraduate research students.

Location
Sydney is Australia’s oldest and largest city, home to a fifth of the Australian population with over 4 million residents. Its famous harbour and over 70 beaches, together with beautiful botanic gardens and parks, creates a laid-back outdoor lifestyle.  But as the commercial and business center of Australia, Sydney is also a sophisticated, cosmopolitan city with a wide-ranging artistic culture, dynamic food scene and vibrant nightlife. 

In early 2009 the Sydney Law School relocated to a new state-of-the-art building, situated at the 
University of Sydney's main campus in Camperdown and adjacent to the Supreme Court building. Occupying an elevated position adjacent to Sydney’s Victoria Park, the building provides an 'open door' orientation towards the city. The Camperdown/Darlington Campus is positioned on the edge of Sydney’s Central Business District. This campus features beautifully landscaped grounds, sports ovals and centers, museums, galleries, two major complexes devoted to student recreation and services, the famous Quadrangle and many other beautiful modern and historic buildings.


Calendar
The University of Sydney is in the southern hemisphere and seasons are opposite to those of the northern hemisphere.  The Sydney academic calendar runs from late February/early March-November with a winter break in July.  Students must plan summer employment accordingly.  There may be some flexibility in terms of a slightly late arrival or early departure, but it is recommended that students liaise with Sydney Law School when making plans. Application
After receiving approval from Cardozo for study at Sydney Law School, admitted students must submit an online application available at http://www.usyd.edu.au/future_students/study_abroad/admissions/application.shtml. Applications must be accompanied by an original transcript, and official letter of nomination from Cardozo. The Office of Graduate and International Programs will forward this information to the exchange coordinator after approval is granted from Cardozo. Application deadlines are:

Semester 1 (March – June) – Deadline:  30 November

Semester 2 (July – November) – Deadline:  30 April
Language of Instruction
All courses are taught in English.
Courses
Cardozo students generally select courses (units) from Sydney Law’s extensive undergraduate JD curriculum.  They may also be permitted to enroll in up to two Masters units in any of the Master’s programs offered by the Faculty. Permission to enrol in these units would be determined on a case-by-case basis and would depend on availability and whether the student met the relevant pre-requisites or specific admission criteria. Master’s programs are offered in:

· Master of Administrative Law and Policy 

· Master of Business Law  

· Master of Criminology (Coursework)  

· Master of Environmental Law 

· Master of Environmental Science and Law

· Faculty of Science

A separate application form needs to be completed for each postgraduate unit, and Sydney Law recommends that students initiate this approval process prior to their arrival in Sydney. 
Generally, a full-time course-load for a semester consists of 24 credits, which is generally comprised of four 6-credit courses each. Each Sydney credit equals 30 minutes per week of classtime.
Credit
Students will receive 12 credits towards the law degree for 24 Sydney credit points. Only the credits and not the grades will transfer per ABA requirements, nor will the grades count toward honors and awards (such as graduation prizes or degree rankings, such as cum laude, magna cum laude and summa cum laude).  The acceptance of any credit or grade for any courses taken at the Sydney Law School is subject to approval prior to departure.


Registration
· At Cardozo
Once approved, students must register during their regularly scheduled registration time for 12 credits of generic study abroad through the Office of the Registrar. Registration must be done in person, via fax to 212.790.0241 or as a pdf attachment to brookdaleregistrar@yu.edu.  The fax or pdf must include the student’s name, Student ID number, a request to register for 12 credits of study abroad with the name of the host institution, and the student’s signature.

· At the University of Sydney

Students register their interest in particular courses at the time of application. Advice regarding course offerings for both semesters is usually available in late September of the year prior to attending.  Formal enrolment takes place upon arrival in person.  However, if approved at time of application, places in those courses are guaranteed. 

Transcript

Students must ensure that two copies of their official transcript will be sent to Graduate and International Programs, 55 Fifth Avenue Room 1007, New York, NY 10003 prior to departure from the program.   It is good practice to request a personal copy as well for your records. Two copies of the student’s transcript will be sent to the home institution – in late August and in mid-February. If transcripts are required earlier or a student seeks a personal copy, they will need to request these.
Housing
Sydney is a commuter campus.  There is very limited on-campus accommodation what there is mostly caters to undergraduates and is in high demand, though students are able to apply for housing. The University’s Study Abroad and Exchange Office will assist in providing temporary accommodation and accommodation referral services, but students must allocate some time in finding their own accommodation. In 2015, The University of Sydney offered guaranteed housing for visiting study abroad and exchange students at Urbanest Cleveland Street (one of the top student accommodation providers!) for guaranteed for University of Sydney Study Abroad and Exchange students who applied by 15 December.  Students interested in this option should contact Sydney Abroad to find out if they will continue to do in the future.
Health and Safety

Insurance
Overseas Student Health Cover (OSHC) is a compulsory health cover policy required by the Australian immigration department for all students on a student visa.  This is compulsory regardless of any other insurance policy students may have from their home country (health, travel, life, etc).  The University of Sydney’s preferred OSHC provider is Allianz Global Assist.  

Alternatively, students may decide to arrange their own OSHC policy with one of the other OSHC providers approved by the Australian immigration department as listed below.  Students who choose to arrange their own OSHC policy must be sure to arrange the necessary type and length of OSHC cover for their entire stay in Australia.

International SOS

In addition, students studying abroad are required to register with International SOS, a 24-hour international medical, security and travel assistance program, which provides local expertise, advice on medical and security pre-travel issues, and emergency assistance during critical illness, accident, or civil unrest.  It is also a one-stop repository for all of your important information, including passport number, emergency contacts, medical history, and so on.  Registration at http://www.internationalsos.com/MasterPortal/default.aspx?membnum=11BYSG000013
is in two steps:

1. Activate your record: This is registration of your name, passport information, and emergency contacts.  You should also include medical history and upload important documents (including a copy of your passport) here.  

2. Register your trip: This is where you put details of your travel outside the United States.  

Visa
Once the student completes the “respond to offer” process, they will receive an electronic confirmation of enrolment (eCoE).  They will then need to submit the eCOE to the Australian Department of Immigration and Border Protection (DIBP) as part of the student visa application http://www.immi.gov.au/Study/Pages/Study.aspx 

Students should select  Visas > Non award visa > 575 – Non Award Sector
Cost of Living
Though this varies tremendously according to personal habits, a budget of approximately $1250-1800 per month for rent, food, transportation, going out, independent traveling, and incidental expenses should cover a moderate spender.
